3 Day Equine Facilitated Learning Seminar

OUTLINE
 Day One –
·         Welcome / Overview.
·         What is EFL, its various forms, why and how it works.
·         What is the ‘magic of horses ‘how and why do they contribute so much to  

      humans’? What is the ‘mirroring effect’ of horses and how does this help 

      and what does it teach humans?
·         Discussion and demonstration about types of equine and human 

      communication (verbal, various types of non-verbal, physical and non-

      physical communication)
·         Bonding and the beginnings of development of trust (horses trusting 

      humans as well as humans trusting horses).
·         Horsemanship: evaluating the perfect EFL horse, common 

      misconceptions and unwarranted assumptions about horses and a

      thorough introduction to safety procedures with horses around the EFL 

      session and in general.
·         Evaluation of participant’s abilities with horses.
·         Group participation and group exercises. Questions and answers.
Day Two –
·         The elements and techniques of gentle, effective horse training.
·         The important issue of “Trust” in the life of a horse and how to develop it.
·         Introduction of basic trust developing exercises for horses and human.
·         The importance of making interactions with horse’s fun for all participants

          and how to do that.”
·         How to really play games with a horse and introduction to what games are

          appropriate.
·         How to engage a horse’s curiosity and keep its attention.
·         How and why does this sort of interaction support the EFL horse and why is 

           this type of activity important to both horses and humans.
·         Group participation in the application of various games and exercises with 

           horses. This will include but not be limited to; short line and long line games, 

           Round pen play, at liberty play and ground driving games.
·         Developing an activity course.
·         Planning an EFL Session / Program.
·         Group’s participation. Questions and answers.
Day Three –
·         Discussions of various challenges and resolutions most common to EFL

           sessions.
·         Franklin provides 1 or 2 actual EFL session (20 minutes).
·         Followed by a debrief session with Group.
·         Discussions on how to handle frustration, yours, the child’s the horse’s. 

           Managing difficult behaviors.
·         Clinic Participants provide one EFL session each utilizing demonstrated 

          ground games and EFL exercises. (This may include role play and or 

          sessions with children.)
·         Followed by a debrief session with Group.

          Recap of all 3 days.
·        What to do if something is not working with a child or a horse. What is a

         dangerous situation with a horse and how to deal with it? How to make things 

         all right again with a horse and a child.
·       A chance to work on horsemanship skills needed for EFL with Franklin.
 
Over day 3 – Each Participant will be scheduled a 15min private discussion with Franklin. This is an opportunity for Franklin to discuss your individual progress through the seminar, areas Franklin may feel you need to work on, and an opportunity for you to ask questions.

On Saturday evening there will be a BBQ around the bonfire with Franklin, which you are warmly invited to.

Lunch and refreshments are included each day.
